CHAPTER RIDER EDUCATORé 
 

A Small Things can make a Big Difference 

 

One of the biggest complaints you hear from a rider is that their seat is just a bit uncomfortable. Those of us that have 

been on even a long day trip can attest to the importance of a seats comfort. Your seat can be a vital, most functionally 

important, part of your bike. The stock seat that comes with most bikes are sufficient for short, around town, type riding 

but can wreak your back, bottom, legs, and other various areas of the body if taken out any longer than that.  

After market seats are one option in avoiding a potential problem when out on a long ride. Many manufactures will even 

offer after market materials designed for their bikes but there are many more companies that just offer custom motorcycle 

seats. The sheer amount of options, types, and features that you can customize is staggering. Some of the bigger names 

that you may be familiar with are Corbin, Saddleman, or Mustang. You can purchase seats that look similar to the one that 

came with the bike but has more of the comfort features that you are looking for or you can pull out all the stops and have 

things like gel, back pads, and studs added.  

Although an entirely new seat is a ideal situation there can be one major drawback; price. Some people canôt afford to 

purchase a whole new seat. Or maybe for the amount/ distance that they ride a new seat isnôt really practical. Luckily for 

them custom motorcycle shops and accessory stores also stock items that can be used with your stock seat that can help 

to relieve some of the discomfort. Companies like J&P Cycles have a variety of accessories for those who may be looking 

to save a little money. You can purchase brackets and pads to install your own back rest (although these types may not 

be as easy to remove). Also investing in exterior gel padding allows for a continuous change in the feel of the seat. Also 

adding something as simple as seat springs could give the rider just enough added ñbounceò to relieve pressure from the 

bumps and dips in the road.  

Custom is the best part of the phrase custom motorcycle seat because it really means that you have a bike seat tailored 

to your body, your riding style, your bike, and most importantly your comfort.
